
FROM OUR BOARD 
PRESIDENT 

When John Rhoads and I took over the 
duties of President and Vice President of 
LTPOA, we did so with the concept of mu-
tual respect and equality of duties.  John 
got the respect, made up the duties and 
gave those duties to me and I carried them 
out.  So much for equality.  Solzhenitsyn 
said it best.   However, we realized that 
during our previous years on the Board of 
Directors which dated to the early 1980ôs, 
the topic of ownership of the shoreline was 
always ña givenò.   Everyone on the Board 
of Directors took for granted that the 
LTPOA owned the vast majority of the 
shoreline property.  We knew that there 
were a few parcels of property that pre-
dated the establishment of Woodland 
Beach and the LTPOA.  This property was 
privately owned and therefore not under 
the ownership or control of the LTPOA.  
The issue that always troubled John & I, 
as well as members of the Board of Direc-
tors, was the ownership and use of the re-
mainder of the shoreline property. 

John and I felt that our main duty was to 
protect the property ownership of the 
LTPOA and guarantee the integrity of this 
ownership. Our main concern was to be 
able to prove this ownership.  To the best 
of our knowledge, there had never been a 
survey of the LTPOA property, especially 
the shoreline.  John & I also felt there was 
the issue of the difference between the 
ownership and the use of LTPOA property. 
The ownership of the LTPOA property 
could only be proven by having a survey. 
The Board of Directors authorized a sur-
vey of LTPOA property. We researched 
surveyors and found that John Dowling 
was the most respected surveyor in the 
area.  During the past year, many resi-
dents saw John and his assistant surveyor 
conducting that survey.   The survey of the 
shoreline was recently completed.  The 
surveyors have provided the Board of Di-
rectors with detailed maps showing the 
properties that are owned by the LTPOA.  

From the Vice President, Tom Walsh 
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The next issue for the Board of Directors 
was the use of LTPOA property.  The 
LTPOA By-Laws require a Permissive Use 
Agreement [PUAôs] for anyone using 
LTPOA property. 
 
Throughout the years, the Board of Direc-
tors of the LTPOA has issued PUAôs for 
those persons that made use of LTPOA 
property. An example of use could be just 
mowing LTPOA property adjacent to the 
personôs property or it could be having a 
pier that is attached to LTPOA property.  
Since the issuance of PUAôs had not been 
updated for some time, John and I deter-
mined that the best way to protect LTPOA 
property is to take the findings of the sur-
veys, and issue updated PUAôs to those 
who are using LTPOA property.  This issu-
ance of PUAôs and getting them back is 
proving to be a most time consuming pro-
ject. Stephen Hult, Secretary of the Board 
of Directors, acting at the direction of the 
Vice President, is spearheading this pro-
ject. 
 
Stephen Hult and the Board of Directors 
are in the process of working through the 
PUA process.  The issuance of PUAôs for 
shoreline property is proving to be more of 
a challenge than anyone thought.  Take, 
for example, one case.  Erosion has 
changed the landscape of the shoreline 
from the original schematic that the 
County recorded.  One interesting place is 
Bentley Road in Section 4.  The original 
schematic shows Bentley ending at the 
water where Mr. Mikeôs park is currently 
located along Shore Drive.  There was an 
inlet that originally cut beyond the area 
that is now Mr. Mikeôs Park.  Over time, 
that water has filled in and land is now 
where water used to be.  There is a pump-
ing station and the large parkland area 
now between Shore Drive and the water.  
The issuance of a PUA for land that used 

to be under water is a challenge.  
 

Issuing PUAôs for people using LTPOA 
property is a continuing issue.  Each prop-
erty is a unique challenge and must be 
handled on an individual basis. The 
LTPOA Board of Directors continues to 
work hard to guarantee the integrity of the 
LTPOA property and will keep you in-
formed as progress is made.    
 
I have one last item.  The Board of Direc-
tors is again short handed. Throughout 
each year, volunteers find new duties and 
responsibilities in their personal lives make 
it impossible to attend meetings.  If you 
are interested in becoming a member of 
the Board of Directors, please contact your 
Section President.  We also need your 
eyes.  As spring approaches, some people 
take yard waste/leaves/tree branches etc. 
and dump these items on the LTPOA 
shoreline.  If you observe this activity, 
please remind those dumping on LTPOA 
property that this action is illegal.  Should it 
persist, please notify your Section Presi-
dent so the Board of Directors can take 
legal action

BUYERS/SELLERS BEWARE !! 
 
Advertising homes/lots for sale as ñwaterfrontò can be illegal, with a few exceptions, 
all homes and lots on the shore side abut ñAssociation Ownedò shoreline property.   

The beaches and park lands are closed from 11pm to 6am 
and is strictly enforced. We have experienced late night ac-
tivity in the more secluded areas.  This results in distur-
bances to nearby residents, broken glass, trash, and other 
paraphernalia being left behind. 
 

Crabbing, fishing, swimming, and mooring of boats is restricted to designated areas. 
 
Personal watercraft use (jet skies and propel driven) is prohibited within 100 feet of the 
shoreline, piers, and persons.  Speed is not to exceed 6 knots and wave jumping is not 
permitted.  No one under the age of 14 may operate jet skis in Maryland waters...Itôs 
the Law!

Section 1

As winter draws to a close thoughts turn to 
Spring and what has to be done to get 
Section One in shape for the Summer sea-
son. An inspection of Association property 
indicates that several of the short piles 
outlining the parking area in front of 1935 
Shore Dr were destroyed by a vehicle ac-
cident. Steps have been taken to repair 
this. 

 
1. In early March  2009 we hope to 
started decking the ñBò pier at the boat 
docks. The construction will take about 
one week. After that the water will be 
turned on and leaks fixed if any. By April 
15th, the opening of ñRockò fish season, 
everything should be in service. 
 
2. In May the annual beach clean up 
will be scheduled, the date will be posted 
at least a week ahead. We are hoping for 
a big turnout. 
 
3. Along the shoreline in the area 
where the erosion work was done in FY-
2006, SWITCH grass will be planted on 
the bank to prevent erosion. We may need 
help with that too. 
 
4.   The Erosion Committee had its An-
nual inspection on Jan. 31,2009 and found 
the shoreline across from the 2000 blk of 
Shore Dr had a serious erosion problem 
and it was put on the list for some atten-
tion maybe as early as FY 2011. 
 
5. Improving access to the Fishing 
and crabbing pier for safety reasons 

is a project that we hope to make progress 
on this year. 
 
6. Section One still has some slips for 
smaller boats (19 ft) and under. 
 
Section One does not meet in Dec., Jan, 
and Feb.. Our first meeting of 2009 will be 
on March 10, 2009 I encourage all mem-
bers to attend, it will be held at the Club 
House.  Come meet your neighbors, ex-
press your ideas, and be brought up to 
date on what is happening in the neighbor-
hood

Annual Report and Shoreline       

Inspection 
 
The Erosion Committeeôs annual report is 
prepared to keep the London Towne com-
munity fully informed of the committeeôs ac-
complishments and of the results of its An-
nual Shoreline Inspection. 
 
We are extremely gratified recently to learn 
that for the fourth year in a row we have 
received a major matching grant to assist in 
our living shoreline restoration efforts. The 
most recent grant of $75,000 from the 
Chesapeake Bay Trust, will be used to help 
with the costs of our Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 
Section 2 project. 
 

Fiscal Year 2008 Project: 
In June 2008 we completed the restoration 
of 500 linear feet of severely eroding shore 

line on the eastern shore of Almshouse 
Creek. The project was constructed using 
segmented stone sills, stone groins and 
1,200 cubic yards of sand to create a liv-
ing shoreline with approximately 10,000 
square feet of new marshland. The entire 
area was planted with Spartina grasses, 
primarily by community volunteers. We 
received a $50,000 grant from the Na-
tional Fish and Wildlife Foundation as part 
of the NOAA-CBT-Campbell-NFWF Living 
Shoreline Grant Program to help pay for 
the $110,000 cost of this project. This 
was supplemented by an additional 
$1,000 grant for Unity Gardens to pur-
chase other native shoreline plants to 
augment the Spartina grasses. 
 

Fiscal Year 2009 Project: 
Our project for Fiscal Year 2009, which 
began on July 1, 2008 is in Section 2. The 
project will restore and protect approxi-
mately 425 feet of severely eroding 
shoreline where a steep bank has been 
undercut. It will consist of constructing 
stone sills and placing and grading sand 
to create a new living shoreline that will 
be planted with native plants and grasses. 
The total cost of the project will be 
$102,500, but the cost to the community 
will be reduced by the recently an-
nounced $50,000 matching grant from the 
Chesapeake Bay Trust. The actual con-
struction of this project is scheduled to 
begin in early February 2009 with the final 
planting of shoreline grasses and native 
plants completed in May. Where possible, 
the planting will be done by community 
volunteers. 



Fiscal Year 2010 Project: 
We recently receives a $75,000 grant from 
Chesapeake Bay Trust as part of the 
NOAA-CBT-Campbell-NFWF Living 
Shoreline Grant Program. The total cost of 
the project will be approximately $120,000. 
The project, on Glebe Bay between Gle-
narm and Keymar in Section 2, will restore 
and protect approximately 631 linear feet 
of severely eroding shoreline by creating a 
new living shoreline and establishing ap-
proximately 10,250 square feet of new 
marshland planted with native plants, pri-
marily Spartina grasses. It will consist of 
construction stone sills and sand contain-
ment structures and placing and grading 
sand to create a new living shoreline that 
will be planted by community volunteers. 
Construction is scheduled to begin in late 
2009. 
 
 

 
Annual Shoreline Inspection: 
 
The London Towne Property Ownersô As-
sociation's By-laws, in Article 9, Section 
A.2, require the Erosion Committee to con-
duct an annual inspection of all the Asso-
ciationôs shoreline property. This year the 
inspection was conducted on January 31, 
2009. The erosion problems were identi-
fied throughout the community and are 
highlighted below. The entire report can be 
found on the web at ltopa.info. 
 
Participants in this yearôs inspection were: 
Stephen Hult - LTPOA Section 4, Commit-
tee Chair., Tom Walsh - V.P. LTPOA, ex 
officio committee member, Jana Davis - 
London Towne Resident, Associate Direc-
tor, CBT, Wes Matheu - London Towne 
Resident, President, Shoreline Design. 
 
Section 1: 
Three areas with erosion issues were 

identified in Section 1; the shoreline east 
of ñKerriganôs Pierò on the 2000 block of 
Shore Drive, erosion along the shoreline of 
Grayôs Point Park, and storm water runoff 
at the community park at Allensway Drive 
and Shore Drive.  On a positive note, the 
fiscal year 2006 project which restored 
400 feet of shoreline near Fairmont and 
Shore Drive is now stable with well-
established shoreline vegetation. The sec-
tion is doing a good job of maintaining the 
project area and preventing the reestab-
lishment of invasive phragmites. Though 
the installed curbs, to prevent damage to 
the newly restored area, has resulted in 
increased runoff directly into Glebe Bay, 
the committee intends to address this is-
sue. 
 
Section 2: 
The shoreline opposite 1909-1915 Shore 
Drive has a major erosion problem which 
will be corrected by the Fiscal Year 2009 
Erosion Project Discussed above. The 
Shoreline from Delmar Drive to Keymar 
Road is severely eroding, this will be cor-
rected by the Fiscal Year 2010 project dis-
cussed above. Community property on the 
Delmar Peninsula is generally in good 
condition with little evidence of severe ero-
sion. However, the wall immediately to the 
right of the swimming area has collapsed 
allowing the bank to erode.  We noticed 
that the grass is being cut too close to the 
shoreline in parts of Section 2. This has 
resulted in inadequate shoreline buffers. 
The committee will work with the Section 
to have this problem corrected. 
 
Section 3: 
The area restored during the FY 2007 pro-
ject is now stable with well-established 
shoreline vegetation. However, the swim-
ming beach immediately adjacent to the 
project area has badly deteriorated. We 
will be addressing this issue. 



Section 4: 
Shore Drive between Oldtown and Mid-
land presents two separate issues. 
Though the living shoreline and newly cre-
ated marsh at the base of the hill are work-
ing well, sections of the hillside near the 
swimming area are in danger of collaps-
ing. In addition the high bank at the point 
is experiencing severe  erosion caused by 
storm water runoff and an unofficial path 
down the hill that is frequently used by 
community members.  A proposal to cor-
rect the high bank erosion includes a new 
pathway with wooden stairs, grading to 
redirect the storm water flow, a new stone 
lined storm water drainage ditch, and lim-
ited terracing and replacement of lost soil. 
The estimated cost for this project is ap-
proximately $25, 000. 
 
Section 5: 
Section 5 was the site of the FY 2008 
shoreline restoration. The details of this 
project are described above. In addition, 
the committee notes that the grass is be-
ing cut too close to the shoreline along the 
old restoration project near Webster Ave 
and Shore Drive. This has resulted in an 
inadequate shoreline buffer. The commit-
tee will place boulders to delineate the 
shoreline buffer where no mowing is per-
mitted. 
 
Other Observations: 
The committee will continue to obtain 
State herbicide permits so that the prob-
lem of invasive Phragmites along the com-
munity shoreline can continue to be ad-
dressed. 
 
There continues to be a problem with ille-
gal dumping of trash, leaves, yard-waste 
and or dirt on community property. Even 
dead leaves smother ground cover and 
contribute to erosion. If anyone notices il-
legal dumping they should either speak to 

the person dumping, or if they feel uncom-
fortable doing so, contact and LTPOA offi-
cer or the Erosion Committee Chair. 
 
The committee would appreciate if any 
erosion problems it overlooked were 
brought to its attention.
